Word as Prophetic Spirit and Prophetic Light, turning things to being by
his four prophetic nature
THE FOUR PROPHETIC NATURE OF GOD
e God prominently expressed Himself in four divine and prophetic nature as;
1- (GOD, THE ALMIGHTY)
*“NO MAN HATH SEEN GOD AT ANYTIME
THE ONLY BEGOTTEN SON WHICH IS IN THE BOSOM OF THE FATHER,
HE HATH DECLARED HIM (JOHN 1:18)
1. GOD, THE ALMIGHTY: That is, the prophetic, invisible, creative and
everlasting natured God, the initiator of all things visible and invisible as

in;



a. THE FATHER, LORD OF HEAVEN:

At that time Jesus answered and said, | thank thee,
O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because

thou hast hid these things from the wise and

prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes. __ Matt 11:25

2.1  Thisis the visibility of the invisible God coming forth to declare the totality
of God (Colo 2:9) first as the Prophetic Word of God, loaded with Spiritual
and anointing without measure (John 3:34) as the quickening Spirit (John
5:21/John 1:2) empowered to grant everlasting life (John 10:27-28) to as
many as would find Him and walk in the light. (John 1:12-13)

For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.__ Colo 2:9

For he is sent by God. He speaks God’s words, for God
gives him spirit without limit __John 3:34

For as the Father raiseth up the dead, and quickeneth them;

even so the Son quickeneth whom he will. __ John 5:21
The same was in the beginning with God.__ John 1:2

My sheep hear my voice, and | know them, and they follow me:

2.2 GOD AND HIS PROPHETIC WORD:

Prophetic Word has the capacity to bring forth the fullness of God from the
realm of the unknown, to the platform of clear knowledge of hider mysteries as
moved by the initiator. (Eph 3:9/Rom 16:25-27)

Prophetic Word cannot go beyond the will of the initiator (Heb 10:7). This
Is why it is said that the Spirits of the prophet are subject to the prophets (1Cor
14:32).

which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God,
who created all things by Jesus Christ: _ Eph 3:9

Now to him that is of power to stablish you according to
my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, according
to the revelation of the mystery, which was kept secret
since the world began, But now is made manifest, and
by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the
commandment of the everlasting God, made known to
all nations for the obedience of faith: To God only

2.3 GOD FROM THE INVISIBLE REALM

The Prophetic Word carries the fullness of the visibility of the invisible
God (Heb 1:1-3) It is the Prophetic Word of God that bears the highest glory of
the knowledge of God (I Sam 2:3/Pro 2:6/John 12:49-50) the creator. He alone
knows the mind of God and how to best please God. (Mark 1:9-11)

Infact the Prophetic Word is the first to come out from the realm of

invisibility to visibility as the first born of ever creature. (Col 1:15)

All things were made by him; and without him was not

any thing made that was made. __ John 1:3

Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour
and power: for thou hast created all things, and for

thy pleasure they are and were created. Rev 4:11

God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake

in time past unto the fathers by the prophets, Hath in

these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath
appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;
Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image

of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power,
when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the

right hand of the Majesty on high: __ Heb 1:1-3

2.4 THE PROPHETIC WORD OF GOD OPERATING AS GOD (lIsa 11:1-2/
Isa 61:1/Pro 8:22-36)

The word of a Prophet (THE FATHER) cannot be less than the Prophet
because that Word is moved by the spirit of the Prophet.

e The Word of a Prophet cannot also perform more or less than the Prophet
that projects the Word. (Phil 2:6)

e The quality and power of the Word of a Prophet is the expression of the
nature of the Prophet, that is, he declares the fullness of God.

e The Prophetic Word came from the secret place of the projector, he holds
the secret of Godliness.

e The Prophetic Word cannot be said to have a beginning, the Word
immerges to show case things that must be declared. Therefore the
Prophetic Word began the beginning of all things. (Col 1:15-17)

e The Prophetic Word is older than time because, himself is the very LIGHT
that create time.



The Prophetic Word created places and time and cannot be subject to any
of these.

In actual fact, the Prophetic Word fills all places and all time as created by
Him. (John 8:56-58)
It was God that sent out his Word, which was with Him, as His creative

utterance.
And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse,
and a Branch shall grow out of his roots: And the spirit
of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom and
understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit
of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD; _ Isa 11:1-2

e He holds the seven fold glory of light even the seven stars (Rev 1:16)

e He created the new and the living way, consecrated for us, through the veil,
